
NFCA Standards 

 

This is an abbreviated compilation of current Newington Forest Standards. Standards pertain to the 

exterior of your property. Combined, the Standards, Administrative Resolutions, and Policy Resolutions 

outline approvable changes to the exterior of your property. These documents are updated periodically; 

therefore you should contact the Association office to verify the most current Standard.  
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Additions 
 

All additions must be in harmony with the current architecture of the community in terms of type, size, 

scale, form, color and material. 

 

Single-Family Homes: 

Additions may be made to the rear of the house and may be either one, two or three stories but in no case 

can the roofline of the addition be taller than the current house roofline.  

Additions may be constructed above garages as long as the roofline of the addition does not exceed the 

roofline on the main portion of the house.  

 

Additions may extend back from the house by no more than 20 feet.   

Approval of additions on the side of a house will be addressed on a case by case basis, keeping in mind 

the architectural character of the community. 

 

All siding, shingles, and windows on the house must match when the addition has been completed.   

During construction of additions the site must be kept in an orderly condition.  Roll off dumpsters may be 

used but must be placed entirely on the driveway of the property and all VDOT regulations must be 

followed. When roll off dumpsters are used they must be emptied or replaced as soon as they are full. 

Small trash must be removed from the site on a daily basis and all equipment must be stored neatly at the 

end of the work day.  

 

Care must be taken to ensure that neighboring properties are not adversely affected by the construction 

project.  

 

Main sidewalk, curb areas, or public roadways that are damaged during construction must be returned to 

pre-construction status. 

 

Townhomes: 

 

There will be no additions allowed on townhomes. 
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Awnings 

 

All awnings must be made of commercial grade awning fabric and must be approved prior to installation 

by the Architectural Review Committee.   

 

Type & Color 

Awnings must be retractable with no stationary support poles. 

Approvable awning colors are solid shades of tan or beige only. 

 

Maintenance 

All awnings must be kept in good repair with no visible rips, tears or fraying of edges. 

Awning fabric must be kept clean and free of mildew or algae growth. 

During the winter months (November 15-March 15) awnings must be retracted when not in use. 

 

 

Location & Size: 

 

Townhomes 

Awnings must be installed on the rear portion of the house only, covering deck or patio. 

The awning must be set in three (3) feet from each side of the house structure. 

The awning may extend into the backyard of the house no more than 10 feet. 

 

Single-Family Homes 

Awnings must be installed on the rear portion of the house only.  

The awning must not extend beyond the side plane of the house structure. 

The awning may extend into the backyard of the house no more than 13 feet. 
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Basketball Backboards 

 
Under the Fairfax County zoning Ordinance, 10-104.11 basketball backboards and standards may only be 

installed on lots that meet the following requirements. 

 

Townhomes 

Permanent and portable/temporary basketball backboards/standards are not allowed on townhouse lots. 

 

Single-Family Homes 

For installation in a front yard: 

the standard may be installed no closer than 15 feet to the front lot line 

the standard may be no closer than 12 feet to the side lot lines 

For installation in a side yard: 

the standard cannot exceed 7 feet in height (height of standard is determined by measuring from ground to 

the highest point, which would be the top of the backboard) 

For installation in a rear yard: 

the standard must be installed so that it is no closer to the rear lot line than the height of the standard at its 

highest point.  For example if the standard measures 13 feet from the ground to the top of the backboard it 

must be installed no closer than 13 feet from the rear lot line. 

the standard may be no closer than 12 feet from the side lot lines. 

 

 

Portable/temporary basketball backboards/standards must comply with the same Fairfax County 

requirements listed above. 

 

Basketball backboards/standards may not be used between the hours of 8pm and 8am. 
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Decks 
 

Single-Family & Townhome Deck Standards 

ADMINISTRATIVE RESOLUTION NO.  09-53 

 

WHEREAS, Article IV, Section 4.01 of the Bylaws grants the Board of Directors all the powers 

necessary for the administration of the affairs of the Association in accordance with applicable law and 

the Governing Documents, except for those matters which the applicable law or the Governing  

Documents require to be exercised and done by the Association’s membership; and 

 

WHEREAS, Article VI, Section 6.03 provides that the architectural character of all Structures, or 

alterations, additions, or improvements thereof (other than interior alterations not affecting the external 

appearance of a Structure) when visually related to each other and the surrounding natural environment 

shall be, in the opinion of the Covenants Committee (now know as the Architectural Review Committee), 

harmonious in terms of type, size, scale, form, color and material; and  

 

WHEREAS,  Article VI, Section 6.03 also provides that no structure shall be painted, stuccoed or 

surfaced with any material unless and until approved in writing in accordance with objective, 

performance oriented guidelines established by the Covenants Committee (now know as the Architectural 

Review Committee); 

 

NOW, THERFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Board of Directors establishes the following 

standards for single family detached home and townhome decks: 

 

I. SINGLE FAMILY DETACHED HOME DECK 

 

In addition to approval by the Architectural Review Committee, County permits are required for all decks 

supported by footings, regardless of height, for decks employing any type of railing system, for decks 

with three (3) or more steps, and for decks that have any point that is 18 inches or more above grade. 

 

Except in special circumstances, single family decks must be at the rear of the house and no part may 

extend out from the side plane of the house. 

 

If a side deck is requested, approval of the owner of the home which will be adjacent to the deck will also 

be required. 

 

Other than any County restrictions, there are no size or stair limitations for rear decks. 

 

Side decks can extend out from the side of the house a maximum of six (6) feet and can extend along the 

side of the house (from the rear edge) for no more than eight (8) feet. 

Support columns must be pressure treated 6 by 6’s.  (Fairfax County Requirement) 

 

Decks must be constructed of wood or composite material in approved colors, no metal railings or stairs. 

 

Composite material colors approved for use on decks are grey, brown and madeira. 

 

Railings of wooden decks may be constructed of wood or white vinyl.  Railings on composite decks may 

be constructed of white vinyl or composite material which matches the composite material used for the 

deck surface. 
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II. TOWNHOME DECK 

 

In addition to approval by the Architectural Review Committee, County permits are required for all decks 

supported by footings, regardless of height, for decks employing any type of railing system, for decks 

with three (3) or more steps, and for decks that have any point that is 18 inches or more above grade. 

 

The maximum size of the deck/balcony/stairs may not exceed 14 feet out from the rear edge of the house 

and must be at least 24 inches away from any side property boundary line. 

 

Decks and balconies shall not be used for storage except for lawn/deck furniture and barbeque equipment. 

 

Acknowledgment must be obtained from adjacent neighbors of your intentions to install a proposed deck 

or balcony. 

 

Support columns must be pressure treated 6 by 6’s.  (Fairfax County Requirement) 

 

6.  Deck surfaces may optionally be constructed entirely of wood or entirely of composite  materials in 

approved colors.  Composite material colors approved for use on decks are grey, brown and madeira. 

 

7. Railings on wooden decks must be made of wood.   

 

8. Railings on composite decks must be constructed of composite materials which match the composite 

material used for the deck surface. 

 

A. PEPPERWOOD STYLE TOWNHOME 

 

1. If stairs are built along one side of the deck, the deck may extend to the property boundary on that side 

of the deck for a maximum distance of 3 feet out from the house to create a top landing for the stairs. 

 

B. TOWNHOME- END UNIT 

 

Townhome end units may install decks along the side of the unit, however the deck must not extend more 

than 10 feet out from the side of the unit and may come no closer than 5 feet of the side property line.  

The deck may extend along the side for no more than 12 feet, measured from the rear edge of the unit, 

and must be at least 5 feet back from the front edge of the unit.  Rear of deck may come no closer than 5 

feet from rear property line. 

 

Appropriate landscaping should be used along the front side of the deck to ensure an aesthetically 

pleasing front view. 

 

C. TOWNHOME THAT BACKS TO THE WOODS 

 

Townhomes that back to the woods may request installation of a spiral staircase to access an upper level 

deck. If applied for, the following standards apply: 

 

 The frame of the spiral staircase must be green, brown, or black in color. 

 The stair treads on the spiral staircase must be made of pressure treated wood and affixed to the 

frame of the spiral staircase. 

 The wooden treads cannot be installed on top of metal treads. 
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 The application for the deck and spiral staircase must be accompanied by:   

 Fairfax County permit showing County approval of the spiral staircase, and a brochure 

highlighting the model and color of the spiral staircase to be installed. 

 

III. APPEARANCE 

 

1.  Property Owners who wish to stain their decks should be aware that they must use semi-transparent or 

solid stains, colors that are typically allowable are browns and earth tones which are in harmony with the 

natural surroundings.  For a complete list of approved colors contact the Association Office. 

 

2.  Property Owners wishing to stain their decks must apply to the Architectural Review Committee and 

provide a color sample for review and approval prior to staining the deck.  

 

3.  All wood on the deck must be stained so as to present a uniform color and appearance.

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Dog Pens 
 

All dog pens must be applied for and approved by the Architectural Review Committee before 

installation.  While chain link fence is not allowed in the community, residents may construct chain link 

dog pens to contain their dogs.  If constructed these pens must be screened from public view with wooden 

fences.   

 

Approval to install welded rod mesh kennels similar to the one pictured here; will only be granted to 

public safety officers who are K-9 handlers. 
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Driveways: Single-Family Homes 
 

Single-Family Homes 

 

Both one and two car driveways may be expanded by one car width (10ft.) but in no case may an 

expanded driveway come closer than one (1) foot to the side property line.   

Expansion of the driveway must occur on the outside portion of the driveway, away from the front of the 

house. 

 

 The expanded portion of the driveway can extend toward the street no more than 14 feet from the 

front corner of the house.  At the 14 foot point the driveway must taper toward the original 

driveway.   

 The tapered area must meet the original driveway in no more than 12 feet.   

 Material for the proposed driveway expansion must match the material in the original driveway. 

 Consideration will be given to requests to change the original driveway from asphalt to concrete 

as long as the proposed expanded area will also be constructed using concrete. 

 Once completed, the driveway must be seamless. 

 At no time can the concrete apron be expanded from its original width. 

 All approved driveway expansion work must be performed by a licensed, professional asphalt or 

concrete company. 

 Driveway expansions must adhere to all County regulations. 

 

Application Requirements 

 

Property owners wishing to expand their driveways must apply for approval of their proposed expansion 

by submitting an Architectural Change Review form.  The form is available on line at the Association’s 

web site, www.newingtonforest.org, or at the Association Office.  The following information will be 

required for the Architectural Review Committee to act upon any request for a driveway expansion: 

a picture of the property showing the current driveway; a plat map of the property showing the 

dimensions of the current driveway  and the distance from the current driveway to the property line; and a 

drawing showing the proposed expansion.

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Fence 

 

STANDARDS FOR FENCES/SCREENS 

 

1. No fence or screen will be approved if its installation will obstruct sightlines for vehicular traffic or 

reasonable sightlines from front windows of immediately adjacent homes.  Choice of fence style must 

consider its potential relationship (size, massiveness, location) and harmony with adjoining lots and 

structures. 

 

2. Generally, fences will come no closer than 5 feet from the front plane of the house. Decorative-type 

fences of the “open” style which do not exceed four feet in height may extend further if approved. 

 

3. Normally, only one fence style on any single lot will be approved. 

 

4. Privacy screens and decorative-type (property defining) fences will be of the same styles as allowed 

privacy fences. 

 

5. Privacy fence/screen sections will not exceed six (6) feet in height.  Decorative-type fences will be of 

the “open” style and will not exceed four feet in height. 

 

6. All fencing/screening will be preferably finished on both sides; at a minimum, the public-viewing side 

will be built of finished materials. 

 

7. Generally, all wooden materials should be left in their natural condition, with no paint or stain to be 

used.  A clear transparent sealer may be used. 

 

8. No chain-link, chicken-wire or barbed-wire fencing will be allowed.  Plastic coated or galvanized (dark 

color) protective wire mesh may be attached to the interior side of an open style (split rail, etc.) fence but 

may not extend above the fence.  Chain link dog pens must be applied for and approved by the 

Architectural Review Committee before installation.  While chain link is not allowed in the community, 

residents may construct chain link dog pens to contain their dogs.  If constructed, these pens must be 

screened from view with wooden fences. 

 

9. Compatibility of the requested fence style with any already existing fence on an adjacent lot should be 

considered. 

  

10. Only wood fencing or screening in the following fence styles are approved for use on properties 

located on any of the single-family detached home streets located within the community: 

 

 A. Wyngate with or without Criss-Cross 

 B. Solid Board 

 C. Five Board Estate 

 D. Mt. Vernon Picket 

 E. Split Rail 

 F. Four Board Paddock 

 G. Rustic or Space Picket 

 H. Monticello Arch 

 I. Town & Country Picket and Alternating Picket 

 J. Closed Picket 

 K. Spaced Straight Picket 
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L. Privacy with Lattice Accent, Closed Picket Accent, Open Picket Accent and Sunburst Accent 

M. Semi-Privacy and Alternating Picket 

 

11. The only fence style allowed for townhouse properties is the alternating Board on Board fence 

(identical to the type installed by the builder). 
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Greenhouse  

 

 
A. To avoid exterior clutter, horticulture tools and supplies must be stored out of public view or   

inside the constructed greenhouse. 

B. Acceptable building materials are glass, plexiglass, wood, aluminum and metal (no heavy/flexible 

plastic). 

C. All greenhouses will be located in the rear of the property. 

D.  For townhouses, the overall height cannot exceed 6 ft. 6 in. and the greenhouse cannot exceed 

100 sq. ft. in size (this follows the same standard applying to sheds). 

E.   Townhouse property owners are allowed to install one shed, one greenhouse or a combination 

shed/greenhouse totaling no more than 100 sq ft. Two separate structures are not permitted. 

F.   For single family detached homes greenhouses cannot exceed 144 sq. ft. (this follows the same 

standard applying to sheds).

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Handrail  
 

Approvable material for constructing  handrails on the front entry stoop of  townhomes or single family 

detached homes are wrought iron, wood and composite material.  Wrought iron handrails can be black, 

brown or white in color. Application, installation and maintanance  of wood/composite handrails must 

follow the current deck standards, to include their limited color palette and materials.

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Propane Tank Fireplaces 

 

Standards for Propane Tanks for Conversion From Wood Burning To as Burning Fireplace for Both 

Townhomes and Single Family Detached homes 

 

 

 This change requires a Fairfax County permit for a mechanical change. 

 Propane tanks are approvable for fireplace conversions only. 

 Capacity of tank cannot exceed 100 lbs of propane. 

 Tanks must be situated next to house, preferably behind the chimney, 

 Tanks must be screened from view by either plantings or lattice work. 
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Parking: Recreational Vehicle Parking & Storage 
  

Except in the following circumstances, recreational vehicles including but not limited to, boats, jet skis, 

campers, motor homes, all terrain vehicles, dune buggies, and utility trailers are not allowed in Newington 

Forest:  

 

Single Family Detached Home Sections:  

Must be parked in the garage with the door closed.  

After approval from the Architectural Review Committee, these vehicles may be parked in the driveway 

(not the pipe-stem), under an appropriate cover during the recreational season, April 1 through Nov. 1.  

These vehicles may be parked in the driveway (not the pipe-stem), under an appropriate cover for no 

longer than 4 consecutive days in order to make minor repairs, regular maintenance, or to make the 

vehicle ready for seasonal use or out-of-season storage.  

 

Townhouse Sections:  

After approval from the Community Manager, may be parked in a parking lot space but only for a 

specific brief period of time during the recreational season in order to make minor repairs. In no case may 

a recreational vehicle block access to other parking spaces or to free ingress and egress of the townhouse 

court.  

 

NFCA Community Center Parking Lot:  

A limited number of spaces are available on a first-come, first served basis. Vehicles are limited to 17 feet 

in length and 8 feet in width. This is an unsecured lot and vehicles parked in this lot are parked at the 

owner’s risk and expense.  The Community Center Parking Lot is available during the non-pool season 

time frame which is approximately mid-September through the beginning of May.      
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Satellite Dish/ Antennae 
 

Owners must submit a written application to the Covenants Committee and receive its written approval 

for the installation of a satellite dish. 

 

The application for such a device shall be approved by the Committee if the following criteria are 

satisfied by the applicant: 

 

 The device is 39 inches or less in its dimension; 

 The device is located in an area on the lot where it is compatible with the natural setting of the 

home and neighborhood, namely; entirely within and entirely below the height of approved 

privacy fencing which fully encloses the rear yard of any attached townhome unit; or at ground 

level in the rear yard of any single-family non-attached home, screened or decorated with natural 

landscaping; or Mounted on the rear of the house with its highest point below the peak of the 

roofline. 

 The device is of a color and material which is reasonably compatible with the color and materials 

of the home; and  

 The device does not adversely affect the safety of others or the reception of the radios and 

television sets of the neighbors.  

 The Covenants Committee reserves the power to approve applications for satellite dishes in 

locations other than those set forth in B (i) through (iii) and b) meets all of the other criterion set 

forth in A, C, and D. 

 

In such an instance, the applicant shall inform the Committee in the application of  

a) the problem with signal strength and b) the desired alternate location.  Under such circumstances, the 

Committee shall review the alternative location proposed by the applicant to ensure that it is necessary 

afford sufficient signal strength for reception and causes the least amount of visual intrusion in the 

neighborhood.  The Committee may require the applicant to install visual barriers, such as lattice or 

landscaping around the device in order to diminish any adverse visual effect which may be caused by the 

installation of the device or may require the applicant to locate the dish in another setting so long as the 

dish is still capable of receiving sufficient signal strength for adequate reception. 
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Sheds 
 

Single-Family Homes 

 

Shed cannot exceed 144 gross square feet in floor area, unless special exception granted for unique 

reasons. 

 

Color and material must match or compliment the house colors and materials. 

Sheds must essentially be used for storage or for non-business craftwork (e.g. carpentry, painting, etc.); 

no home business or other repair work for hire may be conducted in the shed. 

Newington Forest Community Association 

 

Townhomes 

 

Shed cannot exceed 100 gross square feet in floor area, unless special exception granted for unique 

reasons. 

 

In townhouse sections, must be enclosed within fenced area (at least on sides) and may not extend more 

than 6 inches above the top edge of the typical 6 foot fence (unless exactly like “Ryan –Style Shed”). 

Color and material must match or compliment the house colors and materials. 

Sheds must essentially be used for storage or for non-business craftwork (e.g. carpentry, painting, etc.); 

no home business or other repair work for hire may be conducted in the shed. 
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Shutters 
 

Homes which were constructed with shutters must maintain shutters. 

 

Shutters may be either the louvered type or the solid type.  

Shutters must be rectangular in shape. 

Shutter color must be approved. 
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Sidewalk & Stoop Replacement: Townhomes 
 
 

Townhouse owners may request permission to replace their front walkway and/or stoop using the 

following standards:  

 

Replacement walk and stoop will conform to the same original shape and size of present walk and stoop. 

 

Stoop Requirements: 

Stoop replacement must be reinforced concrete and finished as original stoop or veneered with a standard 

4x8” standard clay brick or concrete paver. Veneered finishes must have mortar joints and be acid washed 

for a clean finish. 

 

Walk Requirements (depending on finish):  

Basic Concrete finish - must be a minimum 4” poured concrete slab over 2” of 57 stone with a broom 

swept finished surface.  

 

Concrete Paver finish – standard 4x8” brick pavers must be laid on a compacted 5” 21-a stone base and 

leveled with a 1” layer of sand. All joints must be tight and broom swept. Walk must be secured with 

PVC or metal edging installed per manufacturer’s specifications.  

 

Brick Veneer finish – a standard 4x8” clay or concrete brick may be used to veneer an existing concrete 

walk or a newly poured concrete walk. Brick edges must transition smoothly with the Association 

sidewalk. Bricks must be mortared in place with mortar joints. All joints must be mortared and scored. 

Walk must be acid washed free of mortar residue. 

Approved colors for the pavers and brick are light gray or white.  
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Siding: Single-Family Homes 
 

 
All siding on the house must match.  Aluminum, vinyl or composite concrete (e.g. Hardie Plank siding 

must be free of noticeable dents, rips, dirt, stains, missing pieces or other defects. 

 

Color Changes - Approvals for a change in the color of your siding are based on the original 

development plan for the community.  Under this plan efforts were made to ensure that houses next to 

each other had different color siding.  What does this mean to you?  If your house is white and one of 

your adjacent neighbors wants white siding, their request will be denied.  In addition, preference for 

siding color is given to the property owner who is attempting to match his current siding color.  If you are 

considering a siding color change, you must apply for the change. 

 

Material Changes – Approvable siding material consists of aluminum, vinyl or composite concrete (e.g. 

Hardie Plank).  You must apply if you elect to change from the original “horizontal” siding profile to the 

“dutch lap” profile.  The width of the siding panels can be 4” – 6”. 

 

How to Apply - Fill out the Architectural Change Request Form as completely as possible.  The form is 

available at the Association Office.  The form needs to include the following information: 

 

 note on the form the current color of your house; 

 note the color of your neighbors’ houses on the left and right of your home; 

 note the name of the color you would like to change to (if you are changing the color);               

 provide a small sample of the color; 

 note whether you will use aluminum, vinyl, or composite concrete (e.g.Hardie Plank) siding;  

 note whether the profile of the siding will match the original “horizontal” or if you will be 

changing to the “dutch lap” profile; and 

 note the size of the panels. 

 

 

 

 

 

Special Information for Homes with Wooden Siding on Hill Stream Ct. – The siding on these homes 

can be replaced using either cedar siding sheets or James Hardie fiber-cement siding sheets in the color 

Countrylane Red (JH90-20).  If cedar siding is used the stain/paint color must be approved by the 

Association prior to staining or painting. 

 

Siding Tips - The gauge (thickness) of the siding will make a difference in its durability.  Experts 

recommend that you choose siding with a gauge of at least .046.  Consideration should be given to 

wrapping the house in foam insulation board as a way to give the siding a firmer base.  The Association 

strongly recommends that you get several estimates before signing a contract. 
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Siding: Townhomes 

 
All siding on the house must match.  Aluminum, vinyl or composite concrete (e.g. Hardie Plank) siding 

must be free of noticeable dents, rips, dirt, stains, missing pieces or other defects. 

 

Color Changes - Approvals for a change in the color of your siding are based on the original 

development plan for the community.  Under this plan efforts were made to ensure that houses next to 

each other had different color siding.  What does this mean to you?  If your house is white and one of 

your adjacent neighbors wants white siding, their request will be denied.  In addition, preference for 

siding color is given to the property owner who is attempting to match his current siding color.  If you are 

considering a siding color change, you must apply for the change. 

 

Material Changes – Approvable siding materials consist of aluminum, vinyl or composite concrete (e.g.: 

Hardie Plank).  The width of each siding panel must be 4".  This means you will need to choose siding 

that is “double 4".”  You may replace your siding with either “double 4 horizontal” siding (this is similar 

to what was originally installed on the townhouses) or “double 4" dutch lap” siding.  Your contractor 

must make an effort to ensure that your siding lines up with the siding on the adjacent townhouses.  

You must apply if you are changing from aluminum to vinyl siding or changing the style of the siding 

from “horizontal” to “dutch lap.” 

 

How to Apply - Fill out the Architectural Change Request Form as completely as possible.  The form is 

available at the Association Office.  The form needs to include the following information: 

 note on the form the current color of your house; 

 note the color of your neighbors’ houses on the left and right of your home; 

 note the name of the color you would like to change to (if you are changing the color);              V 

provide a small sample of the color; 

 note whether you will use aluminum,  vinyl, or composite concrete (e.g. Hardie Plank) siding; 

and 

 note whether the profile will match the original “horizontal” or if you will be changing                                

to the “dutch lap” profile. 

 

Shed Issues - If you have a “Ryan” style shed (this is one that was built by the builder when the 

townhouses were first built), you may re-side it to match your home.  Again the width of each panel must 

match exactly what is currently on your home.  If you and your neighbor have a double shed and your 

neighbor is not replacing their siding, you may have your contractor replace the siding on your portion of 

the shed.  However, they must finish off the ends of your siding and the neighbor’s siding where they 

meet in the center of the shed with “j” channels. 

 

Siding Tips - The gauge (thickness) of the siding will make a difference in its durability.  Experts 

recommend that you choose siding with a gauge of at least .046.  Consideration should be given to 

wrapping the house in foam insulation board as a way to give the siding a firmer base.  The Association 

strongly recommends that you get several estimates before signing a contract. 
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Solar Collectors 

     
General Principle 

Hot water and forced hot air exterior solar collectors are considered reasonable energy conservation 

devices, which, if installed correctly and within certain specific community architectural standards or 

guidelines can be home market value enhancements. 

 

Location 

Solar collectors are usually roof mounted, but can be approved for mounting on the side of the house if 

the side mounted collector cannot be seen from the street, does not abut  a neighbor’s home and does not 

rise above the roof-line.  In general, only homes where collector-mounted side faces the woods will be 

considered for approval for side mounting.  Townhouse designs will be for rear/below roof-peak locations 

only.  Single family designs should not extend above the roof-peak.  Only house mounted collectors will 

be allowed.  No living trees will be trimmed or removed to accommodate collectors. 

 

Roof Angle  

If it is to be mounted on the front side of the roof (facing street, private drive, or pipe stem) the highest 

point of any portion of the panels will be no more than 24 inches (51 degree angle) above or off the roof 

slope.  If it is to be mounted on the rear side of the the roof, collectors should be below the peak of the 

roof with no portion of the collector visible from immediately in front of the house (at curbside). 

 

Color 

The collector should be of a dark color, non-reflective and anodized or painted so as to be minimally eye-

catching. 

 

Design Plan 

Each application for solar collectors will require a detailed descriptive brochure and/or reasonably 

complete line drawing which will outline the various characteristics of the collector and how it will 

appear when installed on the Newington Forest home for which application is made. 
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Trash 
 

Trash pickup days are Mondays and Thursdays.  Recycling and yard waste is picked up on Mondays. 

 

Trash can only be placed out after dark on the night before or on the morning of trash pickup.  Trash 

should not be visible on the court at any time on the weekends.  After dark on Sundays is the earliest trash 

can be put out. 

 

Trash can be placed out for pickup in strong sealed bags or lidded cans. 

 

Trashcans/recycling bins must be removed promptly following trash pickup. 

 

Bulk items are picked up on Thursdays.  Contact New Vision Disposal Services at (703) 331-0600 to 

arrange for the pickup of larger bulk items. 

 

Trashcans and recycling bins must be stored in your backyard out of view from the street. 

 

Yard waste is picked up on Mondays between April 1
st
 and January 15

th
.  Yard waste items such as grass 

clippings, tree branches and shrub prunings can be bagged or bundled and placed at the curb for pickup.  

Yard waste can be placed at the curb on regular trash days between January 15
th
 and March 31

st
. 

 

If trash is placed out in plastic bags for pickup, consideration should be given to purchasing a large 

covered trash can which can be placed in the backyard to hold the trash until pickup day. 
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Windows: Townhomes 
 

Townhouse owners wishing to replace their windows may replace the original windows with identical 

windows without having to apply for approval from the Architectural Review Committee (ARC) 

 

Townhouse residents wishing to change their windows in any way must apply for and receive approval 

from the ARC prior to undertaking those changes.  Applications for changes must include the following 

information: 

 

A picture of the home showing the windows to be replaced;  

Specific information about the types and styles of windows to be used, including size of the windows and 

whether they will slide up and down or side to side; and a brochure or picture of the actual windows to be 

used. 

 

Double windows located near the main entry on the front of the house may be replaced with a “picture” or 

“bay” type window if the original window is already set in a window box which extends out from the front 

plane of the house.  An application is required for this change. 

 

In no case will a “picture” or “bay” type window be approved for use in an upper story window. 

 

All windows must be in harmony with each other, grids must be maintained in all windows or grids 

removed from all windows. 

 

Screens must be maintained in all windows or removed from all windows.

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Windows: Screens & Grids 
 

Windows on the front of the house must match, and windows on the rear of the house must match.   

  

If some of the front windows have grids, all front windows must have grids.   

If some of the rear windows have grids, all rear windows must have grids. 

 

If some of the windows on the front of the house have screens, all the windows on the front must have 

matching screens.  Screens can cover either all or half of the windows but must be consistent on all front 

windows.  The same would hold true for the rear of the house. 

 

On a single family detached home with grids in the front windows – a bay or picture window can be free 

of grids if the side windows on the bay have grids.
